Magnetic Field Measurements in Accordance With the New European Norm EN 50366
Pfullingen, Germany (February 17, 2005) – Narda Safety Test Solutions, market leader in the measurement and analysis of electromagnetic fields, has optimized its ELT-400 Exposure Level Tester for precise implementation of the reference method according to EN 50366. Compliance with this standard will become compulsory in February 2006 for CE mark approval.

The new European Norm EN 50366, which applies to the magnetic field exposure due to “Household and similar electrical appliances”, becomes legally binding in all EU member states from February 2006. The CE mark will then only be awarded to products passing compliance tests conforming to EN 50366. Manufacturers and wholesalers have just a year left in which to implement this test procedure. This applies equally to those manufacturing within the EU and those wanting to import into the EU.

To keep the cost of measurements as low as possible, Narda Safety Test Solutions has optimized its innovative Exposure Level Tester 
ELT-400, implementing the EN 50366 reference measurement method. The device simplifies measurement of the low-frequency magnetic fields radiated by household electrical products. Applying the reference method ensures they comply with international human safety threshold levels.

The ELT-400 uses the so-called “Shaped Time Domain” method, which exactly mirrors the “Time Domain Evaluation” specified in EN 50366, thus providing instant evaluation of the test results. The “Shaped Time Domain” method automatically analyzes field strength measurements made within the device specifications, regardless of signal shape and frequency. The measurements are presented as a percentage of the threshold value and deliver reliable results requiring no interpretation. This reduces the other usual steps of measurement, calculation and comparison to a minimum.

The field probe included in the instrument package measures magnetic fields regardless of their direction, and its 100 cm² cross-sectional area complies with the requirements set down by standards. The probe can also be detached from the measurement device allowing the user to take both manual and remote-controlled measurements with the assistance of industrial robots, for example.
